EXECUTIVE SUMMARY 
 
A report was presented to the Planning Development and Environment Committee on  
14 May 2018 detailing a review of Council’s Asbestos Policy to include both the former 
Dubbo and Wellington council areas.  It was resolved: 
 

“1. That the revised draft Asbestos Policy included here in Appendix 1 of the report be 
adopted and placed on public exhibition for a period of not less than 28 days. 

2. That following completion of the public exhibition process a further report be 
presented to Council for consideration, addressing any submissions made by the 
public during the public exhibition period.” 

 
The draft Policy was placed on public exhibition from 13 July 2018 to 11 July 2018.  No 
submissions were received.  It is therefore recommended that the Policy be adopted. 
 
The draft Asbestos Policy is based on the Model Asbestos Policy for NSW Councils developed 
by the Office of Local Government. The draft Policy outlines Council’s action to comply with 
its legislative obligations for the management of asbestos both within Council’s workplaces 
and within the community. The draft Policy is supported by a Council Asbestos Management 
Plan as well as individual site management plans or registers for Council facilities that may be 
impacted.   
 
ORGANISATIONAL VALUES 
 
Customer Focused: The draft Asbestos Policy addresses how Council will comply with its duty 
of care to the local community in regard to asbestos management.  
Integrity: The draft Asbestos Policy is based on the Model Asbestos Policy for NSW Councils 
developed by the Office of Local Government.

Policy.

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BACKGROUND 
 
A Model Asbestos Policy was developed for NSW councils by the Office of Local Government 
to assist councils to formulate an asbestos policy and to promote a consistent approach to 
asbestos management across NSW. The former Dubbo City Council amended the model 
Policy which was adopted by the former Council on 24 June 2014.   
 
Following the merger of the former Dubbo City and Wellington councils, a review was 
undertaken of the policy which was adopted by the new Dubbo Regional Council on 29 
September 2016 as a policy for the former Dubbo Local Government Area (LGA). The 
Wellington area was not included at that time as a review of the asbestos processes and 
documentation at the former Wellington Council were required before being able to be 
incorporated into the policy. This resulted in the amended draft Asbestos Policy attached as 
Appendix 1. At Council’s Planning Development and Environment Committee Meeting on 14 
May 2018, it was resolved: 
 

1. That the revised draft Asbestos Policy included here in Appendix 1 of the report be 
adopted and placed on public exhibition for a period of not less than 28 days. 

2. That following completion of the public exhibition process a further report be 
presented to Council for consideration, addressing any submissions made by the 
public during the public exhibition period. 

 
The policy was placed on public exhibition from 13 June 2018 to 11 July 2018 with no 
submissions received. 
 
REPORT 
 
The draft Policy primarily outlines the following in relation to asbestos in Dubbo Regional 
Council’s Local Government Area: 
 
1. Council’s roles and responsibilities; 
2. Land contamination and land use; 
3. Response to emergencies and incidents; 
4. Management of asbestos waste; 
5. Community concerns and complaints; and 
6. Work, health and safety requirements. 
 
The draft Policy addresses how Council will comply with its legislative requirements as well as 
its duty of care to the local community. The draft Policy is supported by a Council Asbestos 
Management Plan which details Council’s risk management processes in respect of Council 
assets, staff and contractors relating to asbestos including records of possible exposure, risk 
assessment tools, maintenance schedules, training records and health monitoring records.  
Individual Site Management Plans and Registers for facilities where asbestos is identified or 
presumed to occur will also be implemented.   
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Wellington Review 
 
A review of the former Wellington Council’s asbestos management processes was undertaken 
and revealed that the former Wellington Council adopted the Wellington Council Asbestos 
Policy on 24 February 2016.   
 
This policy was supported by two (2) additional policies being Asbestos Procedure and 
Attachment (Development Consent and Demolition/Renovation) and Asbestos Management 
Processes. These supporting documents detailed risk management processes in respect of 
Council assets, staff and contractors relating to asbestos including records of possible 
exposure, risk assessment tools, maintenance schedules, training records and health 
monitoring records. 
 
The former Wellington Council Asbestos Register was created on 30 September 2010 and 
identifies Council facilities with known or presumed asbestos. There were no individual site 
management plans created for facilities owned by the former Wellington Council as was done 
in Dubbo as the legislation only requires one (1) organisational asbestos management plan.   
 
The Asbestos Register, an internal working document, has been updated with known progress 
or changes as part of this review and recommendations made for further assessment where 
considered necessary. 
 
Policy Amendments 
 
Amendments to the Former Dubbo Local Government Area Asbestos Policy were minor in 
nature.   
 
Necessary amendments included: 

 
• Removal of reference to Dubbo City Council and Wellington Council and replace with 

Dubbo Regional Council.  Inclusion of all necessary details for the former Wellington 
area. 

• Updated LGA maps and references included in the draft policy. 
• Updates and amendments from the LGNSW Model Asbestos Policy for NSW Councils 

review dated November 2015. These included new waste regulations; new information 
about naturally occurring asbestos; more information about loose fill asbestos 
insulation; reference to the Demolition work code of practice 2015; reference to the 
NSW Asbestos Emergency Plan (2014) and the Disaster Assistance Guidelines (2015). 

• An update from ‘no areas of naturally occurring asbestos’ in the former Dubbo LGA to a 
‘low potential for naturally occurring asbestos’ in the Dubbo Regional Council LGA. 

 
There have been no amendments to the Policy that have resulted in a change to the 
objectives or intention of the Policy.   
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SUMMARY 
 
The draft Asbestos Policy incorporates a review of the former Dubbo and Wellington asbestos 
policies and associated documents as well as the revised NSW Model Asbestos Policy. The 
new Policy will now cover the entire Dubbo Regional Council LGA. 
 
The Policy addresses how Council will comply with its legislative requirements as well as its 
duty of care to the local community. The Policy is supported by a Council Asbestos 
Management Plan. It is recommended that the draft Asbestos Policy be adopted by Council.

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY 
 
Council at its meeting on 23 July 2018 considered a report in respect of a draft Council Policy 
for Planning Agreements, inclusive of a Value Capture proposal. Council, in consideration of 
the report resolved as follows: 
 

 “1. That a comprehensive review be undertaken of all development contributions 
across the board and a report be presented to the February Ordinary Meeting of 
Council. 

2. That there be an ongoing consultation process with all relevant stakeholders 
whilst the review is being undertaken.” 

 
Notwithstanding the above, there remains a need for Council to have a transparent policy in 
place that guides the negotiation and entering into of Planning Agreements.  
 
This report recommends that the draft Council Policy for Planning Agreements, which is 
provided here in Appendix 1, be placed on public display for a period of 14 days and for 
correspondence in respect of the draft Policy be provided to all relevant stakeholders. 
 
The draft Policy is not proposed to be placed on public exhibition for a period of 28 days as 
the community and development industry stakeholders have previously reviewed a similar 
policy, which included a Value Capture proposal. The subject draft Policy, which is being 
considered by Council is the same Policy, without the Value Capture proposal. 
 
Following completion of the public exhibition and consultation process, a further report will 
be provided to Council for consideration. 
 
ORGANISATIONAL VALUES 
 
Customer Focused: The Planning Agreement Policy has been designed to provide consistent 
and clear information to the Development Industry and to the community in respect of 
Council’s requirements for Planning Agreements. 
Integrity: The Policy will guide Council and the Development Industry in respect to the 
preparation of Planning Agreements in accordance with the requirements of the 
Environmental Planning and Assessment Act, 1979. 
One Team: Preparation of Planning Agreements requires the involvement of staff across 
various divisions within the organisation.  
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FINANCIAL IMPLICATIONS 
 
Planning Agreements allow Council to negotiate an alternative means of generating income 
sources to fund public amenities, infrastructure and services or collect monetary 
contributions outside of the traditional developer contributions framework.  
 
Ultimately, Planning Agreements provide a process for the provision of infrastructure and 
services faster than regular developer contributions under Section 7.11 and Section 7.12 of 
the Environmental Planning and Assessment Act, 1979.  
 
POLICY IMPLICATIONS 
 
This report recommends that Council adopt a draft Policy for preparing Planning Agreements 
for the purposes of public exhibition only. 
 
If the draft Policy is ultimately adopted by Council, the Policy will guide the use of and how 
and when Council will enter into Planning Agreements.
